Students will complete Analyzing Influences of Drug Use Web (worksheet).

Step 5: Exit Ticket

Written Reflection Question:

How do drugs impact our community and our society? What are the negative consequences of drug
use? Discuss your findings of Analyzing Influences Drug Use Web.
